Analysis of Attendance Trends 

• 2023 Attendance: With 7 events, the total number of attendees was 265, 

averaging 39 participants per event. 

• 2024 Attendance: With 10 events, the total number of attendees rose to 1,005, 

averaging 100 participants per event. 

 

The attendance increase of 278% from 2023 to 2024 highlights the growing demand 

and success of the MGOE programs. Events like the Ladies’ Multicultural 

Day and Dr. Haifa Younis’ Conference saw unprecedented engagement, 

drawing 200 and 500 attendees, respectively.
